The much-fancied Staffordshire 
side were dismissed for 207 in 42 overs with slow bowlers Qadri and Cameron Graveling 
helping themselves to two wickets apiece. 
 
This Sunday we welcome Northumberland CCC to Sprowston, who themselves had an equally 
impressive victory over Bedfordshire CCC.  Northumberland batted first posting 291 for 9 and 
then bowled out the visitors for 253.  
 
We have named a squad of thirteen for Sunday’s encounter due to fitness concerns with Brett 
and Andy. The starting eleven will be decided at the toss. 
 
The Norfolk Coach Tom New said, “it was a great start at Staffs, and I was delighted with the all-
round team performance.
